








OFFICE OF SPECIES CONSERVATION AGREEMENT
Commissioner Edwards made the motion to enter into an agreement with the Governor’s
Office of Species Conservation and Clark, Custer, Fremont, Idaho, Lemhi and Valley
counties, to form a compensation board, made up of the above counties, to transfer state
designated funds to ranchers who document confirmed wolf kills of their stock, seconded
by Commissioner Leonardson, unanimous.

February 18, 2003
The Board met this day in special session. Those present were Commissioners Greg
Shenton, Ted Edwards and Mike Leonardson, Prosecuting Attorney Craig Simpson and
Clerk Conni Owen.

FISH & GAME MEETING
Bob Saban and Lew Huddleston, representing the Idaho State Fish & Game, met with the
Board. Mr. Saban noted that in surveys conducted by the Fish & Game, 78% of those
surveyed requested that the Fish & Game address the problem of ATV’s used in hunting.
He stated that last year the Department banned the use of motorized vehicles to be used in
hunting, except on designated two track roads, in one unit in southern Idaho. Mr. Saban
said this was very successful and the Fish & Game intended to follow suit with several
hunting units in eastern Idaho, including several units in Clark County.

LAW ENFORCEMENT CONTRACT
Sheriff Craig King presented to the Board a law enforcement agreement between Clark
and Bonneville counties. The agreement would allow Bonneville County to give to Clark
County 2 sets of used road spikes. Commissioner Edwards made the motion to sign the
contract, seconded by Commissioner Leonardson, unanimous.

DEPARTMENT HEAD & ELECTED OFFICIAL MEETING
Lisa Sullivan, Virgil Valantine, Carol Hoopes, Bonnie Burns, Vicki Gunter and Vic
Christenson were in attendance for the meeting. The County Travel policy and other
general policies were reviewed with officials. Some changes were made to the policies.
Quarterly meetings will be held with the group in the future.

GRADER REPAIRS
Discussion was held on the repair bill received for the grader turned in on the lease.
Albert Gariza was contacted at Western States and asked if the bill could be reduced. Mr.
Gariza will contact the Clerk with further information.

EXCESS COMPUTER
Clerk, Conni Owen reported there was an excess computer in the Sheriff’s department
that could be sold. She noted that the value was under $250, so it was not necessary to
advertise the sale of the computer. Commissioner Leonardson made the motion to list the
computer for silent auction in the courthouse, seconded by Commissioner Edwards,
unanimous.
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DIRECT DEPOSIT
Clerk, Conni Owen reported to the Board that in order to get the direct deposit to work
with the Bank of Commerce we needed to buy software for around $300. Commissioner
Edwards made the motion to purchase the software for direct deposit, seconded by
Commissioner Leonardson, unanimous.

UTAH POWER CHARGES
Clerk, Conni Owen reported that she had been negotiating with Utah Power on the
second meter billing we had received for the annex building. She reported Utah Power
had offered to charge from May 2002 forward based on the January meter reading for a
total of around $800, instead of the original billing of over $6000. Commissioner
Edwards made the motion to pay the County’s 2/3 power charges from May 2002 to
current on the light meter at the Annex, seconded by Commissioner Leonardson,
unanimous.

Shenton, Ted Edwards and Mike Leonardson, and Clerk Conni Owen.

EXECUTIVE SESSION
Commissioner Edwards made the motion to enter into executive session to interview for
road and bridge position, seconded by Commissioner Leonardson, unanimous by roll call.

Commissioner Leonardson made the motion to adjourn to regular session, seconded by
Commissioner Edwards, unanimous.

SUBROLL AMENDMENT
Clerk, Conni Owen, reported that the assessor had amended the subroll amount. The
correct amount should be $2,847,093. Commissioner Edwards made the motion to
accept the amended amount at $2,847,093, seconded by Commissioner Leonardson,
unanimous.
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
