


VACUUM
Clerk, Conni Owen reported the vacuum for the courthouse needed replaced.
Commissioner Shenton made the motion to purchase a new vacuum, seconded by
Commissioner Edwards, unanimous.

WEED UPDATE
Mitch Whitmill, weed supervisor, updated the Board on his department. He said that the
Idaho Weed Association was working on an ad campaign against weeds. He said the
Association was asking all counties to contribute $500 to the campaign, and ads would
run in the local area. Commissioner Leonardson made the motion to contribute $500 to
the ad campaign against weeds, seconded by Commissioner Edwards, unanimous.

Mr. Whitmill reported that Bonneville County was contracting George Hamilton to
perform the weed inspections for hay certification. He noted that all costs for
certification are paid by the farmer. Discussion was held about the County contracting
with Mr. Hamilton to perform hay certification.

Mr. Whitmill presented a contract with the Idaho Transportation Department for spraying
weeds on the interstate in the amount of $11,200 in the summer of 2003. Commissioner
Edwards made the motion to sign the contract with the ITD for 2003 in the amount of
$11,200, seconded by Commissioner Leonardson, unanimous.

ROAD AND BRIDGE UPDATE
Mitch Whitmill, road and bridge supervisor, met with the board to discuss his
department. Commissioner Edwards made the motion to adjourn to executive session to
discuss personnel matters, seconded by Commissioner Leonardson, unanimous by roll
call.

Commissioner Leonardson made the motion to adjourn to regular session, seconded by
Commissioner Edwards, unanimous.

Discussion was held about possibly purchasing a used pickup to replace one of the
pickups towed behind the grader.

FURNACE AT ANNEX
Mitch Whitmill reported he had attended the City Council meeting and the City of
Dubois had agreed to purchase a new furnace at the Annex also. He noted the City
wanted to share the cost of the purchase of a propane tank with the County.
Commissioner Leonardson made the motion to purchase a 1000 gal. Propane tank, the
cost to be shared 50-50 with the City of Dubois, with a metering system such that each
entity could be metered on the cost of propane, seconded by Commissioner Edwards,
unanimous.
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FIRE PLAN UPDATE
Mac Murdock met with the Board to present his agenda for the public meeting he is
holding presenting the fire plan proposal for the County. Mr. Murdock presented
materials regarding the fire plan to the Board.

EXECUTIVE SESSION
Commissioner Leonardson made the motion to adjourn to executive session to discuss
personnel matters, seconded by Commissioner Edwards, unanimous by roll call.

Commissioner Edwards made the motion to adjourn to regular session, seconded by
Commissioner Leonardson, unanimous.

CREDIT CARD
Commissioner Leonardson made the motion for Mitch Whitmill to be issued a county
credit card for road and bridge and weed department expenses, seconded by
Commissioner Edwards, unanimous.

DISTRICT 7 HEALTH
Commissioner Shenton reported that District 7 Health Department had been approached
about handling emergency contraception. He said that a Doctor had been performing
these tasks and had asked that District 7 take this over. The Board supported District 7
handling emergency contraception.

APPRAISAL INFORMATION
Assessor, Vicki Gunter and Gary Shewey, contracting appraiser met with the Board to
review appraisal procedures. Mr. Shewey outlined the practices he uses to appraise

property.

FAIR BOARD APPOINTMENT
Shawna Williams and Carol Hoopes met with the Board. They asked for the Board to
sign a thank-you letter for Marge Garvin, retiring fair board member. Mrs. Williams
recommended Tammy Lawler to serve as a fair board member. Commissioner Edwards
made the motion to appoint Tammy Lawler to serve as a fair board member, seconded by
Commissioner Leonardson, unanimous.

Mrs. Williams reported they had installed doors on the cupboards in the storage room at
the community center. She noted they would be purchasing silverware and an additional
refrigerator for the center also.

RAILROAD FENCE
Bill Frederiksen met with the board requesting that they contact the Union Pacific
Railroad and request that the fence along the old highway south of Dubois either be torn
down or repaired. He said it was a hazard especially to the trailing livestock herds.
Commissioner Edwards made the motion to draft a letter requesting the railroad to
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address the fence problem on the old highway south of Dubois, seconded by
Commissioner Leonardson, unanimous.

FREE DUMP DAYS
Commissioner Leonardson made the motion that the County allow two days at the solid
waste site to be free of charge for biodegradable items, and that the City of Dubois
designate which two days to be designated free, seconded by Commissioner Edwards,
unanimous.

AGREEMENT WITH RC&D FOR CERT GRANT
Commissioner Edwards made the motion for the County to be the contracting county for
the CERT grant through the Bureau of Disaster Services, and that the County contract
with High Country RC&D to administer said grant, seconded by Commissioner
Leonardson, unanimous.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT UPDATE
Harold Wilson, representing the economic development committee, postponed his report.
